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Pulling and Saving Images From Your Mobotix Camera System

How to Search and Save an Image by Video Motion Event
1. Double-click on the MxControlCenter icon to open the program if it is not already open. 
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2. Choose the layout that contains the camera from which you want to pull an image or video from and click on the camera.  You can tell the camera is highlighted because it will have yellow border surrounding the image. 
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3. To view images by “Video Motion” (VM) event click on the binoculars button located on the top left had side of the toolbar.
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4. The binocular button opens the Video Search window.  This brings up every image the camera has recorded since the camera was first installed.  From this window you may manually search for the time and date you are looking for.  Remember the dates are always formatted to the European standard (21-04-2009 is really April 21, 2009 for example).  You may also filter the images to only view images where the pre-defined Video Motion event was triggered.  This is done by clicking the ellipses button.  
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5. The Event Filter menu is now brought up.  By defualt all selections will be checked.  Uncheck “Select all events” and put a check next to “(VM) Video Motion Window” and “(VM2) Video Motion Window” and hit “OK”.  The Video Seach window will now only display images in which a video motion event was triggered.
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6. From the list of Video Motion events on the left, highlight the desired one by clicking on it (it should now be highlighted in yellow) and the corresponding image will appear in the preview box on the right side of the screen.
7. If the image is to your liking as is, you may skip down to step 12.

8. To enable the Mobotix Pan Tilt Zoom feature requires 3 steps.

a. Click the “Switch the Pan Tilt Zoom on/off” button.

b. Move the “Video Search” window over to the right side of the screen so that it does not cover any part of the “Layouts” section that runs vertically along the left side of the screen.

c. Click the “PTZ Controls” button on the bottem left hand corner of the screen.
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9.  After clicking the “PTZ Controls” button you will be presented with an on screen joystick with which you can manipulate your selected image.
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10.  By putting the mouse cursor on the joystick control and holding down the LEFT mouse button while moving the mouse around, you can move the image around to view a specific part of it.  The joystick is very touchy, so make short slow movements.  You can also move around the image by making single mouse clicks any of the four arrows surrounding the joystick.
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11.  There are two different options for zooming in and out of the selected image.

a.  If your mouse is equipped with a scroll wheel, it may be used to zoom the camera in or out.  Scrolling forward will zoom the camera in and scrolling back will zoom the camera out.

b.  Placing the mouse cursor on the slide bar and holding down the left mouse button can also zoom the camera in or out.
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12.  The selected image may be placed on many different types of media depending on your needs.  To transfer the desired image,  start by clicking the “Print current and post-processed image” button (it looks like a little printer) in the “Video Search” window.
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The “Print Preview” window should now be open on your screen.  From here you have two options.  

a. If you have a printer conneted to your computer or if your computer is on the network and is hooked up to a network printer, you may now print a hard copy of the image you selected by clicking the “Print…” button.
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b.  To save the file to a selected location click on the “Print PDF” button.  Once you click the button it will bring up a window where you can name the file and choose where to save it.  If you have a flash drive plugged into a USB port you may choose to save your file there.  If a flash drive is not available, you may save the file to the computer and write it to a disk.  I recommend saving the file to the desktop so that you may easily find it.
13.  If you have chosen to save the file to the desktop and need to write it to a cd, you must first minimize all current windows so that you can see your desktop.  Right-click your PDF file and choose “Sent to—>DVD RW Drive”.  An alert  balloon should now appear on the bottem right hand corner of the screen that says “You have files ready to be written to the CD”.  Please click the alert balloon.  A new window will now open showing the file you have chosen to be written to a CD.  On the left hand side of the winow you will see an option to “Write these files to CD”.  Clicking this option will open the “CD Writing Wizard”.  Please follow the wizard’s steps to write your files to a CD.
How to Search and Save an Image by a Specific Date/Time

1. Double-click on the MxControlCenter icon to open the program if it is not already open. 
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2. Choose the layout that contains the camera from which you want to pull an image or video from and click on the camera.  You can tell the camera is highlighted because it will have yellow border surrounding the image. 
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3. Click on the “Toggle Player mode” button to enable the “Player” control.  The “Player” control enables you to search for images by a specific date and time.  
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4. For easier viewing of the selected camera you can toggle the scaling of the widow on or off.  Clicking here…
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…will enlarge the image.  Clicking it again make undo the scaling feature.

5. The “Player” controls allow you to search by calendar date and a specific time.
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Clicking the down arrow next to the date will bring up an easy to use calendar for selecting a specific date.  Please remember that times are shown in military time.  After you have chosen a date and time please click “Search”.

6. If the image is to your liking as is, you may skip down to step 8.

7. You can also enable the Pan Tilt Zoom for use in your selected image.  This is done in 3 steps.

a. Click the “PTZ Controls” button on the bottom left hand corner of the screen.
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b. You will have to enlarge the “Player” control to be able to see all the buttons.  This can be done by putting the mouse cursor over the top edge of the “Player” bar until it turns from a single arrow cursor to two horizontal lines with an up and down arrow.  Once the cursor changes hold down the left mouse button and drag the cursor up.  This will expand the “Player” window and make all the buttons visible again.
c. Once the “PTZ Controls” have been opened you will need to change “MxCC Display:” from “Unchanged” to “Zoom”.
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Pan Tilt Zoom functionality has now been enabled.  The controls are now identical to those described in the last demonstration.

8. To capture your selected image you need to put your mouse cursor over the large image on the right of the screen.  Once the cursor in on the image, first right click the mouse, then select “Image—>Snapshot”.  This will save the image by default as a bitmap image on your desktop with a default name.  Once it is there you may rename it, save it to a flash drive, or burn it to a CD.
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
